Some dogs sleep outside 
and guard the house.  Oth-
ers have wardrobes and 
spend their day in a purse.  
A new study shows that 
dogs and cats have a better 
chance at a long, healthy 
life in some states than in 
others. 

Louisiana and Mississippi 
offer the shortest average 
life span for dogs and cats, 
while pets in Colorado and 
Montana live longer, ac-
cording to the 2013 State of 
Pet Health Report released 
by Banfield Pet Hospital, 
the world’s largest veteri-
nary practice. 

Experts say states with the 
longest-living pets also 
have the highest neutering 
and spaying rates, more 
pets living inside and fewer 
regional infectious dis-
eases. 

It’s all about lifestyle, what 
your pet means to you and 
how you take care of them,” 
veterinarian Sandi Lefebvre 
says.  “There are different 
attitudes, different levels of 
education, and they tend to 
cluster in certain areas of 
the country. 

Cats live the longest in 
Montana, Colorado,  

do not want a sexually intact 
cat in your home,” Lefebvre 
says.  “It howls, pees all over 
the place, so spaying and neu-
tering is obviously important.” 

Adonica Jones-Parks, 45 of 
Cincinnati, says she learned 
the hard way.  “When I had my 
first cat, I did not have him 
neutered, and he was spraying 
everywhere, and then he ran 
off for a few days.  Now I know 
it calms them down. 

Nearly 20% of the cats in Lou-
isiana and Mississippi aren’t 
spayed or neutered.  In Mon-
tana and Colorado, states with 
the longest life spans, that 
number is closer to 8%. 

Neutered male dogs live 18% 
longer than non– neutered 
males, spayed female dogs 
live 23% longer than unspayed 
female dogs, according to the 
report.  “But even if a pet is 
spayed or neutered, it still 
needs shots, training, nutrition, 
dental care and parasite con-
trol to live a long health life, “ 
Lefebvre says.

Rhode Island, Illinois and Ne-
braska.  Their life spans are 
shortest in Delaware, Ohio, 
Louisiana, Kentucky and Mis-
sissippi. 

States with the longest life 
spans for dogs are South Da-
kota, Montana, Oregon, New 
Mexico and Colorado.  As for 
the shortest:  Mississippi, Ala-
bama, Louisiana, Delaware 
and Massachusetts.  Southern 
states have high rates of heart-
worm because of heat and 
mosquitoes.  Northeastern 
states are most likely to have 
Lyme disease because of the 
ticks there. 

In warmer states, more pets 
live outdoors where they are 
susceptible to diseases.  If 
they haven’t been neutered or 
spayed, they will have more 
aggressive behaviors.  Le-
febvre says “They are out 
roaming, fighting, looking for 
partners.” 

Because of the roaming, non-
neutered dogs are more than 
twice as likely to be hit by a car 
or bitten by an animal than 
neutered dogs.  Non-neutered 
cats are four times more likely 
to suffer an animal bite, the 
study shows. 

In the North, pets are more 
likely to be indoors.

Control Center operates a 
hotline 24 hours a day, 
seven days a week at 888-
426-4435 for a fee of $45 
per case.  If you call, you 
should be prepared to pro-
vide the following informa-
tion:  name of the poison 
your animal was exposed 
to, the amount and how 
long ago; the species, 
breed, age, sex, and weight 
of your pet; and the symp-
toms the animal is display-
ing.  You’ll also be asked to 
provide your name, ad-
dress phone number and 
credit card information.

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Preparing 

Your Pets for 

a Tornado 

 

Pets  have little chance of 
surviving a tornado out-
side.  They will likely panic 
and not know where to run 
for safe cover. 

Grab your pets and take 
them with you to your safe 
place.  If one is not avail-
able, lay in a bathtub hold-
ing them, or close them in 
a small area towards the 
center of the house such 
as a closet, stairwell or 
bathroom. 

Have enough crates on 
hand for each of your 
pets.  If there is time, lock 
the animals into crates 
and secure the crate as 
well as you can 

Storm kits should be 
placed in your safe place.  
You should have canned 
food, a can opener, blan-
kets, a storm radio and 
extra batteries, first aid kit, 
pet food, and plenty of 
water. 

Your pets should also be 
wearing identification. 

Don’t assume that your 
pets will take cover with 
you willingly, especially 
when stressed.  It’s a 
good idea to practice 
where you will go and 
teach your pets to come 
on command. 

Even though storms can 
be scary, try to be calm 
when dealing with pets.  
Your reaction to the situa-
tion can add to their un-
certainty and could cause 
them to panic, even run 
away. 

Act with a clear head and 
try to make the best deci-
sions in the shortest 
amount of time.
